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P eople with jobs in Science, Technology, Engineering and Mathematics (STEM) are 
innovators and problem solvers. They are the engineers who create new products that 
have a profound influence on daily life, and the scientists who identify ways to treat 

disease. But not all STEM jobs require advanced degrees. There are many types of STEM careers with 
varying levels of educational requirements, and the interests and skills required range from creative to 

high-tech. This handout displays some of the largest STEM-related occupations in Southeast Minnesota 
by STEM discipline. Together there are more than 16,000 people in these jobs in Southeast Minnesota.
